I just read in The Oregonian about a proposal from Metro councilors 
Collette, Liberty, and Hosticka to begin charging tolls on the existing 
I-5 Columbia River bridges before going ahead with any bridge 
replacement.  I think that is an excellent idea.  Implementing the tolls 
immediately would give us an opportunity to see how much of the current 
congestion could be alleviated simply through congestion pricing of 
tolls.
