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Comments related in issues cited in recent media sources: 
-A few Vancouver residents were uncomfortable about the prospect of lightrail bringing 
"Portland's violence" to their community.  While there has been a recent spike in violence 
on the MAX recently, it has remained a safe and efficient mode of transportation.  
Lightrail needs to be accepted for the future as one answer to moving more people with 
less emissions.
