The SR 520, I-5 to Medina project would complete the HOV lane system
in the corridor, improving reliability and efficiency for transit. It would also
allow for implementation of bus rapid transit that runs in the HOV lane in
the near term. Section 2.4 in the Final EIS explains why initial
implementation of light rail transit on SR 520 is not planned. The
Montlake Multimodal Center, was collaboratively planned as part of the
2008 High Capacity Transit Plan under ESSB 6099, will serve as a major
transfer point between the University Link rail station, the proposed SR
520 bus rapid transit lines, and local bus service. Chapter 8 of the Final
Transportation Discipline Report (Attachment 7 to the Final EIS) provides
updated information regarding the Montlake Multimodal Center and the
effects of the project on transit connections in the Montlake area.

The SR 520, I-5 to Medina project would also allow for future potential
light rail in the SR 520 corridor, should the regional decision to add light
rail be made and funded. See Chapter 2 of the Final EIS for further
discussion.
